Server Report: 
As many are aware, our server environment suffered a power outage crisis on March 31, 
2005, which resulted in the site being inaccessible for a period of approximately 24 
hours.  The outage was the result of the failure of two UPS systems (uninterrupted 
power supplies) simultaneously.
